Buddhist Tzu Chi Foundation Mobilizes Relief for Earthquake Survivors in Tiirkiye

Within hours of the devastating earthquake in southern Tiirkiye on February 6, Buddhist Tzu Chi Foundation (BTCF)
established a disaster coordination center at its branch in Istanbul to prepare for relief operations. At the same
time, the BTCF global headquarters issued a call for donations for earthquake relief and began preparing urgently
needed supplies. An initial donation of 8,148 extra thick eco-blankets (1,358 boxes), made from 100% recycled
PET bottles, will be formally presented to Representative Muhammed Berdibek of the Tirkiye Trade Office in
Taipei at a ceremony on February 9, in hopes of assisting survivors in freezing winter temperatures in the disaster
area. An assessment team from BTCF headquarters is scheduled to depart for Tirkiye in the coming days. BTCF is
also teammg with Turkiye Trade Office in Taipei to accept in-kind donations to help earthquake survivors.
